   - Identify a sponsoring agency (must have a 501(c)3 designation) - 

current sponsors include Boys & Girls Club, CampFire, HandsOn/

Volunteer Centers, United Way, Parks & Recreation & YMCA 

   - Find adequate funding/staff to run a program—can be part time, 

must be able to run a year-round program (school year & summer) 

   - Sign an affiliation agreement with YVC and pay $400 fee
